- accompany young children

- trick-or-treaters should travel in groups

- parents should plan a route for older unaccompanied children

- wear costumes that are easily visible and allow unrestricted movement and vision
- carry a flashlight or glow stick

- attend only well-lit homes and accept treats only at the door

- all treats should be examined by a guardian or parent before they are consumed by children
- pedestrians should use the sidewalks and be mindful of cars

- drivers should be mindful of pedestrians and travel slowly in residential areas

- be respectful of people and their property

- if you are attending a party, make a plan for a safe way home

- if you are hosting a party, help your guest with that plan
