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Incident: Vishal BAJAJ Charged with Drug Trafficking and Breach
Abbotsford — September 18, 2015

On Monday, September 14, 2015 at 11:15 pm, the Abbotsford Police Department’s
newly created Gang Enforcement Team, which is currently focused on the Townline Hill
conflict, conducted a curfew check on Vishal BAJAJ. He was not home as required
under his court-ordered condition (a curfew of between 10:00 pm and 6:00 am). APD
officers recommended charges based on this incident.

On Wednesday, September 16, 2015 at 4:00 pm, Vishal BAJAJ and Kuldeep GILL were
arrested in a vehicle in a grocery store parking lot in the 27500 block of Fraser Highway.
Wrapped packages of cocaine, crack cocaine, methamphetamine and heroin were
located in the vehicle. They have both been charged with 3 counts of Possession for the
Purposes of Trafficking (cocaine, heroin and methamphetamine). BAJAJ has also been
charged with Breach of Recognizance in relation to the September 14 incident. BAJAJ
and GILL are both 26 years of age.

The Abbotsford Police Department publically identified BAJAJ as an individual involved
in the ongoing conflict in the Townline Hill area in a News Release distributed on
September 10, 2015. We will be continuing targeted enforcement efforts relating to this
conflict.

BAJAJ has been remanded in custody until September 24, 2015.
GILL has been released under court-ordered conditions. He is forbidden from

possessing weapons, alcohol, drugs and cellphones. He is not permitted to have
contact with BAJAJ.
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
